10. The shoes are available in all five Monkey-Toes designs.

Monkey-Toes socks are made with a cotton, nylon and spandex blend. They are available in sizes 0 – 12 mos, 2T 

and 3T. The socks are the perfect way to ensure that a child’s feet will still be cleverly adorned when the shoes 

come off (which they inevitably do). The socks are currently available in the following designs: Buzzy Bees, Little 

Ladies, Leap Frogs and Little Piggies. They are also perfect for mixing and matching.

in the Spunky Spiders design and more playful pals will be released throughout the year.
